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museums and this one was developed based on some of those policies.  He explained the various 

parts of the Policy and noted that the Emergency Plan of the Policy is actually the College’s 

Emergency Plan.  In reviewing this section of the Policy, VP/Dean Rochelle Calhoun noted that 

there are a few revisions in this Policy that need to be made in order to fully match the College’s 

Emergency Plan.  She will follow up with Mr. Berry.
