1. Welcome & Facilitation with Swarthmore College Prof. Lynne Steuerle Schofield
Chair Conner welcomed everyone to this year’s IPPC meetings and introduced our newest
members to the committee. Guest facilitator Swarthmore College Professor of Statistics Lynne
Schofield divided the committee by constituency (students, staff, faculty, and administrators) and
asked us to consider what constitutes IPPC’s work and how to do it more effectively.

VP Woodfork explained that during the 2011-2012 academic year the Committee on
Intercultural and Global Understanding (CIGU) developed a College diversity and inclusion
statement that came to IPPC and was endorsed during the 2012-2013 academic year. At that
time, it was shared with students, faculty, and staff, and posted on the Human Resources
webpage. For the last half dozen years, at the beginning of the academic year we have asked
IPPC to reaffirm the statement and to view it as a “North Star” in terms of displaying our
community’s values. VP Woodfork will ask students, staff, and faculty to also reaffirm the
statement via their forums. The statement was unanimously reaffirmed by the committee.
